Drill some small holes for
drainage in the base of
your container e.g. a plant

pot/trough, a safe plastic
tray or a cat litter tray.

Line the tray with
pebbles or gravel.
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Plant seeds you want to
grow (cereal grass seeds:
wheat, oat, rye, barley) as
well as seeds to eat. For
rabbits & guinea pigs you

can also plant some veq.

Add a thick layer of
edible-flower soil
(free from chemicals
and growing agents).
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Create pathways using

pebbles. Top everything
with wood shavings and
add areas of interest e.g.
